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HANDBELL HAPPENINGS 
 
 Handbell Questions and Answers:   
Q:  Summer is almost here, and with it, lots of heat 
and humidity.  Is this a problem for our handbells?    
  
A:  Yes, it can be.  Heat and humidity cause serious 
tarnishing of handbell metal.  We have had stains the 
color of tea on our bells in past years.  Heat and 
humidity can also cause deterioration of some of 
the inner bell parts.  As a general rule, if the 
temperature is comfortable for a human being, it will 
also be good for handbells.  But if a person feels hot 
and sticky, the bells won't be "comfortable" either. 
  
Q:  So, how do we keep our bells comfortable during the summer?  
  
A:  We don't have an ideal solution to this problem yet.  We normally store the bells in 
the "downstairs" of the church building.  This area gets very humid. There is now a dehumidifier which 
dries out the air, but the dehumidifier also generates heat!  So we've been storing the bells downstairs, 
but at a distance from the dehumidifier.  So far that seems to be working out okay.
